Virtual Building Explorer Instructions

1) Click on a specific virtual building tour link on your Eco+Plan project webpage to download the file.
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2) When prompted, select “Open”.  (If you do not receive this prompt, see “Modifying Security Settings” below.)                                
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3) When the download folder and executable file appear on your desktop                                                                     (this make take several minutes), drag the file to your desktop or other folder location to save it.                           Then double-click on the relocated file to open it.
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4) Virtual Building Explorer will open to reveal the 3-D building model.                                                                             Hit button F3 on the keyboard to turn on the “sunshadows”. 
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5) Then use the arrow keys and mouse to navigate throughout the model.                                                                     (For best results primarily use the up arrow and mouse)                                                                                                 You may also capture screen images by hitting button F5 on the keyboard.                                                            (These will automatically be saved to the same folder location as the virtual building file.)
